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What should we do?

Repent and Make Reparation

"Sacrifice yourselves for sinners and say often 
whenever you make a sacrifice: 'O Jesus, it is 
for love of You, for the conversion of sinners, 
and in reparation for the offenses committed 
against the Immaculate Heart of Mary." (Our 
Lady, July 13, 1917)

"Pray much and make sacrifices for sinners, 
for many souls go to hell because there is no 
one to make sacrifices for them". (Our Lady, 
August 17, 1917)

Pray Rosary Daily

"Pray the Rosary every day in honor of Our 
Lady  of  the  Rosary  to  obtain  peace  in  the 
world  .  .  .  for  she  alone  can  save  it."  (Our 
Lady, July 13, 1917)

"When  you  pray  the  Rosary,  say  after  each 
mystery: "O Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us 
from the fires of hell, lead all souls to Heaven, 
especially those who have most need of your 
mercy." (Our Lady, June 13, 1917)

Observe 5 First Saturdays

"Have compassion on the Heart of your Most 
Holy  Mother,  covered  with  thorns,  with 
which  ungrateful  men  pierce  it  at  every 
moment, and there is no one to make an act of 
reparation to  remove them."  (Jesus  to  Sister 
Lucy, December 10, 1925)

"You at least try to console Me and announce 
in  My name that  I  promise  to  assist  at  the 
moment  of  death,  with  all  the  graces 
necessary for salvation, all those who, on the 
First  Saturday  of  five  consecutive  months 
shall  confess,  receive  Holy  Communion, 
recite five decades of the Rosary, and keep Me 
company for fifteen minutes while meditating 
on the  fifteen mysteries  of  the  Rosary,  with 
the  intention  of  making  Reparation  to 
Me." (Our Lady to Sister Lucy, December 10, 
1925)

Consecrate Your Life to Mary

"Jesus  wishes  to  establish  devotion  to  my 
Immaculate  Heart  in  the  world.  I  promise 
salvation  to  those  who  embrace  it."  (Our 
Lady, June 13, 1917)

"I  will  never  abandon  you,  my  child.  My 
Immaculate Heart will be your refuge and the 
way that will  lead you to God.” (Our Lady,  
June 13, 1917)

                "In the end, My Immaculate Heart will triumph". (Our Lady, June 13, 1917)
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
